Ten tips to help you get off to a good start for the new school year. 

1. Help Your Child Deal with Transitions. 

Plan to take your child to visit the new school or classroom before the first day of school.

2. Reread your child’s IEP. 

Is your child's IEP SMART? (specific, measurable, action words, realistic, and time-specific)? 

3. Meet with your child’s teacher(s) to discuss your child’s special needs. 

Take a picture of your child to the meeting.  
4.  Take extra copies of your child’s IEP
Leave a copy with each teacher.

5.  Make a List of Important Things About Your Child . 
6. Prepare to Deal with Potential Problems Early. 

If your child is in general education classes, list his/her unique needs and the necessary services, accommodations and supports.
7. Resolve Old Concerns and Issues. 

If you have concerns or issues that were not resolved during the last IEP meeting, request another IEP meeting immediately. 

8. Get a New Assessment. 

Consider getting your child's skills tested very early in the school year. 

9. Go to your school’s Open House.

Teachers often explain their classroom rules during Open House. You will also be in a better position to explain these rules to your child. 

10. Get a “contact log” started.

 Use a spiral notebook to send messages to the teachers and back from school to you. Make an extra copy of your log often in case the notebook is lost.
